WORLD WHEAT SITUATION AND OUTLOOK

World wheat trade in 2001/02 is forecast to be 107.4 million tons, up 4.1 million tons from 2000/01.
Globa productionisforecast down 3.8 million tonsand isexpected to remain below consumption for
the third consecutive year. Global stocks are forecast down 10 million tons from last year to the
lowest level since 1996/97.

In early January, export quotes for #2 HRW FOB Gulf averaged $128/MT, up $2 from last month.
Globa production is estimated up 1.4 million tons from last month due mainly to a larger crop in
Russiawhich was only partialy offset by a smaller expected Argentine crop. Globa consumption is
forecast down more than 7.2 million tons while ending stocks are forecast up nearly 9.5 million tons.
Thiswaslargely due to arevision to Indid s stocks which are forecast 8 million tons larger than last
month. World wheat trade in 2001/02 isforecast nearly identical to last month. Larger exportsfrom
Russia, Turkey, and China were countered by smaller Indian and Kazak exports, while only minor
changes were made to a few importers.

WORLD RICE SITUATION AND OUTLOOK
Global rice trade for 2002 is projected at 22.5 million tons, down 1.2 million tons from 2001. Global
ending stocks in 2001/02 are forecast to decline 125.4 million tons as dightly higher world
consumption exceeds declining world production (milled basis).
Price quotes for most Asian qualities have strengthened over the past month in response to shrinking
suppliesin Pakistan and Vietnam, both major exporters. However, prices are expected to weaken by
spring as 2002 crops are harvested in Asiain the next couple of months.
Export price quotes for U.S. long grain grade #2/4 percent have been at $209 (FAS) per ton for the
past few weeks, while quotes for medium grain #1/4 Californiarice are at $270 per ton.

WORLD COARSE GRAINS SITUATION AND OUTLOOK

World coarse grain tradefor 2001/02 is projected down nearly 3.3 million tonsfrom the previousyear
to 99.4 million. Global consumption is expected to continue to outpace production and carryout
stocks are forecast to fall almost 23 million tons. U.S. corn, China corn, and EU barley are forecast to
account for nearly two-thirds of world coarse grain stocks.

Global corn trade is projected down 3.2 million tons from ayear earlier at 72.4 million. US exports
are forecast to increase 1.8 million tons from 2000/01, mostly as a result of reduced competition.
Smaller US carryout stocks will result from a smaller crop and larger exports. For barley, Austraia
has emerged as an equal exporter to the EU on aglobal basis as the Commission maintains its policy
of no subsidies.

2001/02 Trade Changes.

4 United States corn down 2 million tons to 50 million based on the painfully slow sales pace to
date.

4 Argentina corn down 500,000 tons to 8 million due to a significantly smaller anticipated crop.

¢ Brazil corn increased 1.5 million to 5.3 million tons as a result of continued strong demand for
GMO-free corn.

4 United States sorghum up 500,000 tons to 6.6 million due to rising demand from Mexico and
Japan.

¢ EU barley down 500,000 tons to 4.5 million based on the slow pace of export licences.

¢ EU oats up 100,000 tons to 700,000 based on the strong pace of export licenses.

Selected Importers

¢ Turkey corn down 300,000 tons to 700,000 as a result of projected flat demand.

¢ Mexico sorghum up 300,000 tons to 4.8 million due to a projected decrease in demand for
corn.

4 Algeriaand Morocco barley down 200,000 tons each based on improved growing
conditions.
