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Changing EU import policy and good weather
conditions in North Africa are the primary
reasons why world wheat imports will drop by
nearly 7.0 million tons in 2003/04. EU wheat
imports are forecast to fal by more than 5.0
million tons (50 percent) in 2003/04. A Tariff
Rate Quota implemented in January 2003 limits
imports of low quality wheat. Much of the quota
in 2002/03 was filled by Russia and Ukraine,
but exportable supplies from these countries in
2003/04 are limited. While imports of hard
spring wheat, generally not produced in Europe,
and durum somewhat depend on the quality of
the German crop, imports of high quality wheat
are expected to be in the 2.53.0 million ton
range.

Favorable weather conditions have boosted
wheat production in Algeria, Morocco, and
Tunisia. Consequently, imports are expected to
drop by 26 percent (3.6 million tons) to 13.7
million tons, the lowest level since 1991/92.
Morocco’s imports will fall 1.7 million tons to
1.0 million tons due to more wheat and barley
production and better pasture conditions. In
Algeria, imports will decline by 0.8 million tons
to 4.0 million tons, while Tunisia s imports will
fall 1.1 million tons to 0.8 million tons. Buyers
in this region will reduce imports as millers and
livestock producers use domestic crops and
forage supplies.

WORLD WHEAT SITUATION AND OUTLOOK

Y ear-to-Year Changes: World wheat trade in 2003/04 is forecast at 98.2 million tons, down 6.6
million tons from 2002/03. Global production is down 2.6 million tons, while consumption is
estimated down 7.0 million tons. Global stocks are therefore expected to fall by 28.5 million tons
to 136.6 million, the lowest level since 1989/90.

Changes from Last Month: The globa wheat trade forecast for 2003/04 is up marginaly from
last month. Global imports are up dightly due to increased purchases by Russia, Ukraine and
others. Smaller exports from India and Eastern Europe are overshadowed by exports from
Australian, Canada, and Russia. Global production is down 8.1 million tons with smaller crop
expectations in Australia, India, Ukraine and Eastern Europe. Ending stocks for 2003/04 are
forecast higher because of abigger U.S. crop.

Price: Early June export quotes for #2 HRW FOB Gulf averaged $135/MT, down $17 from last
month.

WORLD RICE SITUATION AND OUTLOOK

Y ear-to-Year Changes: Global trade in 2003 is estimated at 26.5 million tons, down 1.4 million
tons from last year's estimate. Global production in 2002/03 is estimated at 381.4 million tons
(milled basis), down 17.2 million tons from 2001/02. Global ending stocks in 2002/03 are
estimated at 108.4 million tons, 27.5 million tons below 2001/02; this reduction is mainly in
Chinaand India. Global consumption in 2002/03 is estimated at 408.9 million tons.

Price: Export price quotes firmed over the past 4 weeks. Thai 100B increased $7 and is
currently quoted at $208 per ton (FOB). Thisisduein large part to the strengthening of the Thai
Baht against the U.S. dollar. Viet 5% climbed to $184 per ton (FOB) early in the month, then
fell $4 to $180; up $4 from last month. Prices in Vietham softened on smaller demand from the
Philippines and the absence of new business to Irag. India’s 5% quote has increased $8 for the
month and is at $185 per ton as the Government announced a hike in its sale price to exporters.
The Government is attempting to slow exports as ending stocks fall to near buffer levels.

The spread between U.S. #2/4 and similar Asian qualities remains about the same as both Asian
and U.S. price quotes increased over the past month. The price quote for U.S. long grain grade
#2/4 is up $5 at $296 per ton (FOB). U.S. stocks continue to be depleted on strong demand from
Latin America, particularly Brazil.

WORLD COARSE GRAINSSITUATION AND OUTLOOK

Year-to-Year Changes: World coarse grain trade in 2003/04 is up 1.6 million tons from last
year to 101.7 million. Ending stocks are forecast to drop over 18 million tons to 122.2 million,
largely due to a drawdown of China s corn stocks. The global stocks-to-use ratio is forecast to be
13.3 percent, the lowest since 1973/74. World consumption is forecast to rise by more than 26
million tons to 921.4 million. Compared to 2002/03, globa corn trade is little changed at 75.5
million tons. U.S. exports are forecast to recover by 6.0 million tons to 47.0 million tons.

Changes from Last Month: Globa coarse grain trade in 2003/04 is basically unchanged, but
trade in 2002/03 is forecast down more than 500,000 tons, mainly due to reduced barley exports
from Russia and Ukraine. A reduction in U.S. corn 2002/03 exports is offset by increases in
Argentina and Brazil’ s exports.
