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As Exportable Supplies Recover
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Australian wheat exports (marketing year) will nearly double this year to 17.5 million tons due to 
markedly larger exportable supplies. Wheat production is forecast at 24 million tons, an increase of 
over 14 million tons from last year’s drought-devastated crop. While production in other major 
wheat supplying countries - the United States, Canada, and Argentina - will also recover from last 
year’s low levels, only Australian and U.S. exports are expected to exceed 2001/02 levels. 

Australia will export more to some Asian markets because of less competition from nontraditional 
exporters, particularly India. As higher prices, transportation problems, and government policies 
reduce India’s competitiveness, exports are forecast to drop from 5 million tons to 2 million. 
Australia had already made sales to key Mediterranean markets such as Egypt. Its market share in 
this region is expected to increase as wheat from the Black Sea region and EU is less available. 
With prospects of a near-record harvest, Australia’s competition with the United States is expected 
to intensify.

WORLD WHEAT SITUATION AND OUTLOOK 

MONTLHY HIGHLIGHTS: 

United States, Australia Vie for Egyptian Market:  With little wheat available out of the 
Black Sea region this year, and high French prices due to drought-induced crop shortfalls, Egypt 
is returning to the United States and Australia to fill its demand. In recent years, the United 
States has been Egypt’s largest supplier, shipping about 4 million tons annually, with Australia 
exporting around 1 million tons. Last year, however, Egypt turned away from these traditional 
suppliers to cheaper Russian and French wheat. 

Earlier this year, the United States had captured the majority of Egyptian purchases with nearly 
1.8 million tons sold from July through September. Dur ing the first week of October, however, 
with lower Australian white wheat prices reflecting a large expected crop, Egypt (GASC) bought 
420,000 tons of Australian wheat. Australian wheat sales to Egypt thus far this trade year 
(Jul/Jun) have already nearly matched the total amount Australia shipped last year. These sales 
have signaled that the United States will face stiff competition as it tries to regain the Egyptian 
market. 

Ukraine Disappears as Wheat Exporter: Ukraine is undergoing a dramatic turnaround from 
the world’s fifth largest exporter of wheat to a net importer of 3 million tons. A harsh winter 
devastated Ukraine, reducing wheat production to just 4 million tons, one-fourth the size of last 
year’s crop. This huge shortfall has resulted in soaring domestic wheat prices and has led the 
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government to suspend import duties temporarily. 

Ukraine’s large import needs are expected to be filled primarily by Russia and Kazakstan, 

resulting in even less wheat available out of the Black Sea region for Mediterranean markets. 

This situation will benefit Australia, Canada, and the United States as they expand exports to 

North Africa and the Middle East.

Domestic: Early October export quotes for #2 HRW FOB Gulf averaged $150/MT, down $2 
from the same period last month.

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WORLD RICE SITUATION AND OUTLOOK 

MONTLHY HIGHLIGHTS: 

India Supply Situation:  Despite a rebound in India’s crop, exports are expected to drop in 
CY2004. Currently, supplies are below buffer levels, a major factor behind the government’s 
decision to halt sales of Food Corporation of India (FCI) stocks causing prices to rise. However, 
it is expected that the government will continue to honor outstanding commitments to exporters, 
approximately 1.0 million tons. With anticipated smaller Indian exports and higher prices, 
global imports of low quality, low-priced rice will likely decline in CY2004. For example, 
imports by Africa – a top market for such rice - are forecast to drop about 7 percent year-to-year. 

PRICES: 

International: Export price quotes are a mixed bag this month. Thai price quotes fell $4 in part 
due to the government’s release of intervention stocks; Thai 100B is currently quoted at $200 per 
ton (FOB). In contrast, Vietnamese price quotes rose $5 again this month based on strong 
exports and tightening supplies; Viet 5% is currently quoted at $189 per ton. In India, export 
price quotes have firmed as a result of larger domestic use and smaller stocks; Indian 5% is up $2 
for the month at $197 per ton. 

Domestic: Despite new crop supplies, U.S. rice prices have strengthened since last month. U.S. 
#2/4 southern long grain milled rice is quoted at $357 per ton (FOB), up $11 and approximately 
$150 higher than quotes for similar Asian qualities (see graph). Price quotes for U.S. #1/4 
medium grain milled rice from California are unchanged from last month at $490 per ton (bulk, 
ex-spout Sacramento).

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WORLD COARSE GRAINS SITUATION AND OUTLOOK 

MONTHLY HIGHLIGHTS: 

China, Still an Enigma: While China’s 2003/04 corn production is forecast down 4 million 
tons this month, exports remain unchanged. Corn exports have been more a product of 
government policy than market forces, though that could change in the coming year. The 
government encouraged aggressive exports in recent years in order to reduce burdensome 
stocks built up during the late 1990’s. After 4 years of heavy drawdowns, there are reports that 
the government is reducing support to both exporters and state-reserve warehouses. 

The combination of reduced exportable supplies and expected policy changes have led analysts 
to project a significantly smaller export volume in 2003/04. However, changes in government 
support will not become clear until at least early 2004, when new policy directives are issued. 
Furthermore, even with less official export support, China could still ship large quantities if 
rising freight costs make U.S. corn less competitive in Asian markets, where China’s 
comparative advantage includes cheaper freight, shorter shipping time, and the ability to make 
smaller and more frequent deliveries. 

U.S. Sorghum Exports to EU a Late-Season Surprise: A tight feed grains situation and 
sharply higher prices has European compounders looking for alternative, cheaper, imported 
ingredients--including sorghum. U.S. sorghum landed in Italy would be about $160/MT 
(including a duty of about $14), very competitive to EU feed wheat and well below South 
American corn at full duty. In fact, Spain and Italy have already bought 360,000 tons of U.S. 
sorghum since July. The most recent sales to Spain appear to be outside of the annual, reduced-
duty quota of 200,000 tons for 2003, which was exhausted in August. 

These are the first significant quantities of U.S. sorghum exported to the EU since 1999/00. The 
United States has shipped no sorghum (except seed) to Italy since 1995/96. 

PRICES: 

Domestic: Early October FOB Gulf quotes for #2 yellow corn averaged $102/MT, down $1 
from last month. 

Early October FOB quotes for #2 yellow sorghum (Louisiana Gulf) averaged $110/MT, down $1 
from last month. Beginning in mid-2000, sorghum for export markets became more expensive 
relative to corn and has usually remained so.
