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Dwindling wheat exports from the European Union and Russia have provided greater opportunities
for the United States in North and Sub-Saharan Africa. Sales to Egypt in particular have soared,
with commitments year-to-date at 2.4 million tons - nearly triple last year’s low level. Sales into
other North African markets such as Morocco have also begun to expand, albeit on a much smaller
scale. North African imports are set to grow during the second half of the year because domestic
supplies from large harvests are running out. While last year wheat exports from the EU and
Russia accounted for two-thirds of North African imports (nearly 12 million tons), this year they
will be much smaller due to short crops.

U.S. sales into Sub-Saharan Africa are also proceeding at a faster pace, and should continue to be
buoyed by reduced European competition. Sales to Nigeria (the lagest HRW market last year)
have increased significantly as domestic consumption has expanded. South Africa, which has
experienced its worst crop in a decade and will need record imports, has also turned to the United
States with purchases of nearly 300,000 tons. Since the EU supplied over 40 percent of Sub-
Saharan wheat import needs last year (almost 4 million tons), more opportunities should arise
throughout the region. Total U.S. wheat exports are currently expected to climb to 30 million tons
thisyear, an 8-year high, and salesto Africawill be the major reason.

WORLD WHEAT SITUATION AND OUTLOOK

MONTHLY HIGHLIGHTS:

Brazil Becomes Wheat Exporter: With its largest wheat crop in over a decade, Brazil for the
first time has sold appreciable quantities for export. Volumes are presently estimated to reach
half a million tons this year, reaching markets in Europe and North Africa in addition to
neighboring countries. Limited grain storage space and high world prices for low- and mediunm-
guality wheat are encouraging exports. Brazil for the past few years had been the world’ s largest
net importer of wheat, with volumes as high as 7.5 million tons, mostly sourced from Argentina.
This year, however, imports are estimated to fall to 5.6 million tons. Because of the relatively
low quality of domestic wheat, Brazilian millers require large imports for blending.

Nontraditional Customers Buy U.S. Wheat: As suppliestighten and pricesrise in the global
market, more and more importers are looking towards nontraditional suppliers. Since the
beginning of October, Romania has bought nearly 300,000 tons of HRW, its first purchase of
U.S. wheat in adecade. Also, for the first time since 97/98, Armenia has purchased 50,000 tons
of HRW. Some regular importers of U.S. wheat are even breaking routine by purchasing
different classes. For example, the EU, has purchased 142,000 tons of SRW for the first time
since 01/02.

PRICES:

International: Prices rose around the world during November. French and UK wheat prices
increased 15 percent to post price gains of $26 and $27 aton, respectively, as buyers fought over
scarce supplies. Argentine Trigo Pan rose $18 a ton for November, while Australian Standard
White gained $10 aton and Canadian Spring $17. Russian wheat prices rose by about 17 percent
or $12 aton, as supplies became even tighter due to exports to neighboring countries.

Domestic: During November, spurred by speculation about sales to China, U.S. wheat prices
steadily climbed to levels not seen in over a year. However, when China announced the
postponement of its upcoming wheat trade visit, futures contract prices dropped an average of 20
cents per bushel across the three exchanges in one day. The downturn in the market did have a
silver lining, however, as other buyers took advantage of the sudden price drop and bought
545,000 tons of U.S. wheat in less than two days. For November, HRW export bids climbed
sharply, gaining $11 a ton over the average price of the last week of October, and hit a CY03
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high. SRW export bids climbed $10 a ton, while DNS gained only $3 a ton after last month’s
huge gain of $24 aton.

WORLD RICE SITUATION AND OUTLOOK

MONTHLY HIGHLIGHTS:

Thailand Intervention Stocks: From 2000 to 2002, the Ministry of Commerce purchased about
1.8 million tons of paddy under its intervention program. On December 2, the Government of
Thailand tendered to sell approximately 800,000 tons of these old crop stocks. The results were
scheduled to be announced on December 9. At this time, they have not been officialy
publicized.

Thai prices have been relatively stable over the past month (see PRICES below). The release of
these old crop stocks may put downward pressure on low quality export price quotes.

PRICES:

International: The market has been quiet over the past month due to Ramadan, the Eid
celebration, Vietnam’'s tight exportable supplies, and India’'s ban on the sale of government
stocks for export. In Thailand, export price quotes for most qualities are up only $2, despite that
fact that Thailand is currently virtually the only supplier in Asia. Tha 100B is being quoted at
$201 per ton (FOB). Viet 5% is up $1 since last month to $196 per ton. Indian 5% export price
quotes are flat month-to-month at $197 per ton.

Domestic: U.S. rice export price quotes for long grain and medium grain moved in opposite
directions this month. U.S. #2/4 long grain milled rice is down about $6 and is currently quoted
at $351 per ton (FOB). Price quotes for U.S. #1/4 medium grain milled rice from California are
up $15 from last month at $505 per ton (bulk, exspout Sacramento). This price increase is
largely due to the start of Japan’s TRQ tender season.

WORLD COARSE GRAINSSITUATION AND OUTLOOK

MONTHLY HIGHLIGHTS:

Shrinking Competition Helps U.S. Corn Exports Expand: U.S. corn export sales have surged
in recent weeks, particularly to Southeast Asia and North Africa, where the United States faced
stiff competition from China and South America last year. Cumulative U.S. commitments
(exports and outstanding sales) to Indonesia and Malaysia are currently at 440,000 tons,
compared to less than 100,000 tons of combined exports to these destinations in each of the
previous 2 years. Both countries had shunned U.S. corn in recent years in favor of cheaper
Chinese exports. However, as uncertainties continue to shroud China's export program for 2004,
importers in Malaysia and Indonesia are turning to the United States.

U.S. commitments to Egypt, Morocco, Algeria, and Tunisia are also ahead of 2002/03. Most
notably, sales to Egypt are more than triple the previous year’s pace, while Argentina’s sales to
this destination have stalled. Meanwhile, Morocco has been shifting away from Brazil to the
United States. As Argentina expects a smaller crop in early 2004, and Brazil’s shipments will
focus primarily on the EU, the United States is in a good position to further expand its market
share in North Africa

PRICES:

Domestic: Early December Gulf export bids for #2 yellow corn averaged $115/MT, up $4 from
last month ($9 from October), fueled by strong exports.

Early December export bids for #2 yellow sorghum (Texas Gulf) averaged over $118/MT, up
nearly $4 from last month (and nearly $10 from September), and maintained a premium to corn.
Strong shipments to Mexico, Israel, and the EU have kept prices firm.

Itisbeng
replaced by comparatively cheaper U.S. corn.

Japan rye drops by 100,000 tons to 200,000 because of the EU’s suspension of export
tenders.
