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Ukraine’s exportable supplies of grain continue to shrink as crops have been hit by hot, dry 
weather at critical times. Exports will be further constrained because the government has again 
imposed extremely small, temporary export quotas for the major grains in an effort to control 
rising domestic grain and bread prices. Last October, similar restrictive quotas were enacted, and 
traders who had already purchased grain were caught off-guard and had to forfeit some export 
sales.  This year, traders anticipated government restrictions and have reportedly avoided forward 
sales and contracts.  This has created a window of opportunity for competitors.  The government is 
required to review the duration of these restrictions by September 20.

Shrinking wheat exports from Ukraine will mean less feed-quality wheat supplies available for the 
EU. Smaller barley exports should provide market opportunities for Australia and the EU for 
exports to major buyers like Saudi Arabia. Declining corn export estimates provide more 
opportunities for other exporters to sell to EU and Mediterranean markets.
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The Foreign Agricultural Service (FAS) updates its production, supply and distribution database 
for cotton, oilseeds, and grains at 9 a.m. on the day the World Agricultural Supply and Demand 
Estimates (WASDE) report is released. It is available on the FAS website 
(http://www.fas.usda.gov/psdonline/). This circular is released at 9:30 a.m. on the same day, 
together with its downloadable data set.

Smaller exportable supplies of higher 
protein wheat from some major 
suppliers are providing opportunities 
for stronger U.S Hard Red Winter 
(HRW) and Hard Red Spring (HRS) 
export sales.

MONTHLY HIGHLIGHTS: 
 
Growth in Imports Catches Up with Exports: 
Since forecasts began for the 2006/07 trade year, 
exports have climbed with greater supplies in 
Argentina, Brazil, and China. At the same time, 
imports for key countries such as Korea, Mexico, 
EU-27, and parts of Latin America have grown 
significantly. Consequently, the difference 
between known exports and imports at the global 
level is exceptionally small.

Domestic: June export bids for U.S. #2 
yellow corn averaged $167, up $6 per ton. 
Since mid-June, however, daily export 
bids for Gulf shipment prices have 
dropped over $30 per ton due to improved 
weather and huge acreage planted (up 3 
percent on March estimates), the highest 
since 1944.

• Algeria corn is up 300,000 tons to a record 2.4 million with strong shipments from both 
Argentina and the United States. 

 
• EU-27 corn is boosted again this month to 5.3 million (up 300,000 tons). The most 

recent quarter saw nearly 1.7 million tons of import licenses awarded, continuing 4 
quarters of steady growth.

Stocks:  Unless otherwise stated, stock data are based on an aggregate of differing local 
marketing years and should not be construed as representing world stock levels at a fixed point in 
time.  
 
Consumption:  World totals for consumption reflect total utilization, including food, seed, 
industrial, feed, and waste; as well as differences in marketing year imports and marketing year 
exports. Consumption statistics for regions and individual countries, however, reflect food, seed, 
industrial, feed, and waste only.  
 
EU Consolidation:  The trade figures starting from 1999/00 represent EU-27 and exclude all 
intra-trade. For the years 1960/61 through 1998/99, figures are the EU-15 and also exclude all 
intra-trade. EU-15 member states' data for grains are no longer maintained in the official USDA 
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database. Data for the individual NMS-10, plus Bulgaria and Romania, exists only prior to 
1999/00. 
 
Statistics:  (1) Wheat trade statistics include wheat, flour, and selected pasta products on a grain 
equivalent basis.  (2) Rice trade statistics include rough, brown, milled, and broken on a milled 
equivalent basis.  (3) Coarse grains statistics include corn, barley, sorghum, oats, rye, millet, and 
mixed grains but exclude trade in barley malt, millet, and mixed grains.   
 
Unaccounted:  This term includes grain in transit, reporting discrepancies in some countries, 
and trade to countries outside the USDA database.
